Tower. Fifteen months later, and nine days after St. John Fisher's execution, Thomas
More was tried and convicted of treason. He told the court that he could not go
against his conscience and wished his judges that "we may yet hereafter in heaven
merrily all meet together to everlasting salvation." And on the scaffold, he told the
crowd of spectators that he was dying as "the King's good servant-but God's first."
He was beheaded on July 6, 1535.
